ENG IV: Poetry
Poetic Movements Group Presentations
The Assignment:

Now that we have studied different elements of poetry and individual poets, it’s time to take a look at a variety of poetic movements that have shaped the poetic landscape of today.  You will be placed into groups and tasked with researching your selected poetic movements in order to teach them to the class.  
Task:
With your group, create a presentation that creatively teaches the class about your poetic movement, the poets known in association with this movement, and the type of poetry that comes out of this movement.   

Choose from the following poetic movements: 
Beat Poetry

Harlem Renaissance

Modernism

Confessional Poetry

War Poetry
Fireside poetry
Concrete/shape poetry

Civil Rights Movement Poetry
Surrealism
New Formalism

Presentation requirements:
1. Short, 3-ish minute activity to engage your peers and help them understand the topic you're addressing.
2. Brief, but thorough explanation of movement:  You will need at least one visual for this section
· writers associated with the movement 
· why/how/where it developed—consider social, cultural, historical and/or political issues of the time
· types of writing that came out of the movement
· the movement’s impact on poetry as we know it today
· anything else that is interesting about this movement 
3. Discussion (either partner, small, or large group) to ensure complete class participation.
4. Close analysis of at least one poem which comes from this movement—make sure your selection embodies the movement’s message and tone.  This piece should be representative of the entire movement.  

5. A copy of the poem (from #4) for each person in the class so they can annotate and work through it with you during class.  

6. Model close textual analysis and refer to the poem to prove/support your points.  Quote significant lines that stand out in your poem, discuss the effect of each quote, and connect it back to the movement.
7. Pre-written questions to engage the class in discussion. (Not just: “What did you think?”)
8. 4 quiz questions (with answers) over your presentation—turned in to me. 

One of the things you want to focus on is making this engaging and meaningful for your classmates.  Get as creative as you can with this—how can you bring this movement to life within your assigned time slot and how can you get your classmates involved in the lesson in a meaningful way?

Written requirements:

Written work to be turned in BEFORE YOU PRESENT:

· Typed lesson plan/schedule of events (how long do you need for each activity/element of lesson?, who will conduct each portion of the lesson?)

· Copies of poem for each student (33 copies) with room for annotation
· A copy of every discussion question or topic for discussion ahead of time (for me).  

· A copy of every extra handout or visual you plan to use—this means you must print your slides if using PowerPoint (for me)
· Typed, INTELLIGENT quiz questions with answers  (multiple choice, true/false; fill in the blank)
General reminders:

· You ONLY have 20 minutes per presentation and I will STOP you when you hit that mark.  
· This presentation must be rehearsed ahead of time.  You must know what each person is responsible for saying/teaching and each person must be ready to answer any questions that arise about your movement (maybe from me).  
· Your presentation should demonstrate that you have a very thorough understanding of your movement and each of the parameters laid out in #2.  You may have notes with you (up to 2 notecards per person); I will collect these at the end of your presentation.

Grading:

You will be graded on the following elements:
· Creative and engaging presentation

· Participation of every group member

· Knowledge of material

· Overall preparedness 

· Class interaction

· Complete coverage of topic/material

· Modeling of close textual analysis
(words/phrases/quotes used as evidence of analysis)
· Direct questioning

· Visual aides
· Lesson plan

· 4 quiz questions and answers 

Research:
In addition to your database searching, consider searching Poets.org and Poetryfoundation.org.  Both of these websites will be very helpful to you and have credible information on them.  Avoid wiki-anything.  You have only 20 minutes for this presentation; therefore, you must ensure your information is succinct and accurate.
FYI:  it is expected that you will be present in class on the day your group teaches.  If you are absent, you are unable to make up the presentation points.
